· copy of immunization record

· parishioner certification  (to be completed by your Parish, if non-Catholic, please disregard)

No child will be considered for admission to Nativity School until all forms have been submitted.  After the review of the above materials, we will contact you as to the status of the application and discuss arrangements for testing.  

Evaluations are made by looking at the student’s test scores, teacher evaluations, records, and recommendations from the previous school.  You will be notified as to the acceptance or non-acceptance.  If your child is accepted, an interview with the principal will be scheduled for you and your son/daughter.
