After we have received the items listed above, we will schedule and mail you a testing time for your child.  Our Kindergarten testing will occur during February.  After the testing, notification of who has been accepted will be mailed by mid-March.  An interview with the Principal will be set up for those applicants who have been accepted into our Kindergarten program.

To enter Kindergarten, the following vaccine doses are required by the California Department of Health Services:  Polio--4 doses; Diphtheria, Tetanus, and Pertussis (DPT)--5 doses; Measles, Mumps, Rubella (MMR)--2 doses; and Hepatitis B--3 doses, 1 dose Varicella (or note from doctor verifying that child has had chickenpox).  A health examination is required after the age of 4 years, 3 months.  The enclosed health exam form should be filled out by the health examiner and returned to school.
