State Travel Project Guidelines

Project Guidelines:

You have been hired as part of a design team to create a travel magazine for the state you have chosen.  You want to make your magazine as interesting as possible to attract the attention of tourists planning vacations.  All of your writing should be typed.  Your travel magazine should include pictures (printed out, drawn, or cut out from magazines) along with your writing.  

Your project needs to include:

· Cover/Title Page, please include:

· You should design a cover that would catch a tourist’s attention

· Name of state

· Your first and last name

· Table of Contents

· Picture of the state flag (hand drawn)

· Map of the state (hand drawn)

· At least 2 pages of written work explaining why people would want to visit your state and include the items from the bulleted list below.  Remember that you want to make this interesting to people so break the written work up into sections and include pictures to catch the readers’ attention.  You cannot count the pictures as part of your two pages of written work.

· Interesting Places to Visit

· Amusements Parks

· Museums

· National or State Parks

· Recreational Areas

· State Information

· Population

· Capital

· Economy

· State flower

· State bird

· Bibliography- The bibliography we will do together.  Every student must use at least one book and one website for this report.  On April 15th each student needs to bring in at least one book and a printed out copy of the website that they want to use.  If the website is multiple pages long, just the first page should be fine.   Make sure it has the full web address.
