Reading Response

Each quarter the students will pick one book from the assigned genre and complete a Reading Response on that book.  This book will count towards part of their 250 page monthly reading requirement.  Students must check their Reading Response books with me before they read it, so I can check to see if it is the right genre and reading level.    
The genres are:

Quarter 1-Fantasy  

Quarter 2- Mystery or Science Fiction

Quarter 3-Historical Fiction

Quarter 4- Biography** Please see the section for Biography Book Response for the questions for the biography
For the Reading Response the student will choose one of the questions below to answer.  Include in the response the author of the book and book title.
· What do you think the author is saying about life, perfect or otherwise, in this book? Do you agree with the point(s) of view? Did the book change your beliefs or opinions? Explain.
· Describe how any of the events in the book remind you of any events in your own life or something that has happened in history or something you predict may happen.
· Explain why you chose this book and what you gained in knowledge, beliefs, understandings, insights, or enjoyment from it.

· What character would you like to be in this book? Why? What personality traits of this character would you like to acquire? Explain.

· What is the most significant problem the main character faces?  How does he/she deal with it?  How does he/she solve the problem?  How does the problem change the character?  

Biography Book Response

For the biography book report I would like students to answer all the questions below. The responses to each section should be in paragraph form.  Include in the response the author of the book and book title.
· Early Life

· Describe the early life of the book's subject. Include date of birth, family members, education, important events, and so on.

· Public Life

· Describe the subject's adult life or public life. What work did the person do? How did he or she become well known? What were that person's most important accomplishments?

· In my opinion...

· Tell what you think about the book's subject. Do you think that person is important? How is the world different because that person lived?

The student will write the Reading Response rough draft in class on the dates listed below, so students should take notes as they read so they can use those notes to write their Reading Response.  The students will then take home their rough drafts and type their final drafts at home.  Students will turn in both the rough draft and final draft.  I will not accept final drafts without the rough draft written in class.  If students are absent on the day we write the rough drafts I will have them write their rough drafts in class when they return.  I have listed the dates of book checks, rough drafts and final drafts below.  Students can check their book with me before the date listed, but not later then the date listed.
