
President Magazine

Your task:

You are the editor of a magazine and are reporting on the President.  You will need to design a cover and name for your magazine.  You can use the name of a current magazine like Time or Newsweek or make up your own appropriate name.  You will then report on the life of the president, show an ad of the time and lastly write about what was happening in the Unites States at the time of his Presidency.

The project will be graded on: following directions, reaching deadlines, completeness, creativity, originality, and content.  All parts of this project, except for the Cover and Ad, must be typed.  I will not accept anything handwritten.  If you do not have access to a computer you must meet with me no later then Friday, February 15th to schedule times that you can use the computer lab or laptops.

Cover Page:  Magazine Cover

You should design a cover page for your magazine, including a title and date published.  On this page should be the name of the president, his years in office, and a picture of the president.

Part 1:  The President

You are to research about the life of the President assigned to you.  The report should be at least two pages double-spaced with a font no bigger then 14.  You can include pictures in your report, but make sure that you still add enough written content to make your written part of the report at least two pages.  

You need to research all of the following topics:

1. His early life

a. Where and when was he born?

b. What was his family life was like?

c. What type of education did he have?

2. His career before he was President.

a. What jobs did he have before he was President?

3. His Presidency

a. Important issues that he had to deal with as President

b. What did people think of him?

4. Career and Life after the Presidency

a. If your president has passed away already please write about:

i. What did he do after he was president?

ii. When did he die? 

b. If your president is still alive today

i. What is his life like after his Presidency?

Part 2: Ad

You are to design an ad for a product that would have been popular at the time the president was in office.  Use some research skills and creativity to find an item unique to the time period of your President’s term of office.  You should keep this ad appropriate for the times and also include an appropriate price for the product.  This should be done on an 8 ½ by 11 piece of paper.  

Part 3:  Current Events

For this last part you can pick one of the topics below to write on.  The current event must be from the time that the president was in office. This part should be at least one page double-spaced.

· What were the current fashions and fads of the time?

· What was the role of woman at this time?

· Write about a famous woman of this time.

· Write about a famous person of this time.

· Pick an important issue of the time and report on it.

Part 4: Bibliography Due: February 15th.  

You must include a bibliography with at least 4 sources.  Your sources cannot all be websites.  You must include at least two books in your bibliography.  If you have any questions about doing a bibliography please talk to me no later then Monday, February 11th. 

Below you will find the correct way to write a bibliography for various resources.  I will not accept bibliographies that do not follow this format.
